Attached is an application for the Frederick E. Bragg Memorial Scholarship, Section One: Richard A. Pearce Scholarship, Section One:  Robert W. Craver Memorial Scholarship, and Section One:  Thomas M. Hulchanski Memorial Scholarship.  Only one application needs to be submitted for consideration for all four scholarships, as qualified below.  One award will be given this year to each of the selected candidates. Each scholarship awarded will be $1000 and may only be used for full time (minimum 12 credit hours/semester) undergraduate or graduate work. The award will be given directly to the recipient for payment of tuition or other bona fide school charges.

Candidates for scholarship consideration must meet all requirements of items 1–4 listed below:

1) Must be an active member or dependent of an active member (except an honorary member) of NYSATE.  Such a member shall have an unbroken membership for a period of three years preceding the application for scholarship, and keep their membership paid up during the tenure of the scholarship.  Children of a deceased member who would have otherwise been eligible are also eligible to apply.

2) Must be enrolled in a full time undergraduate or graduate college program for the 2011/2012 academic year with at least one year of college work remaining (including the 2011/2012 academic year).

3) Application must be received by the NYSATE Scholarship Committee no later than June 1, 2011.

4) Must include high school or college transcripts and a letter of recommendation from their high school principal, guidance counselor, or college advisor with their application.  Completeness of application may be used as one of the criterion for selection by the scholarship committee.  Please be complete.

One candidate for each scholarship will be selected by the Scholarship Committee based on financial need, scholastic ability, recommendation, and extracurricular activities.
